After overcoming initial rejection from Christian communities, he deepened his faith with
the help of a Swedish missionary. Yassir later moved to Kenya and Germany, becoming a

Anglican Church. He plays a key role in Communio Messianica, supporting a growing movement of
Christians from Muslim backgrounds despite facing opposition. His journey showcases resilience and
inspires support for MBBs across over 80 countries.

As a result, multiple new
churches have been planted, and along with pastoring 2
congregations fullime, Rob oversees the ministry group which has
now grown 1o 15 churches in 5 countries and over 25 projects to the
glory of God alone.
